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1. Introduction
Step 6 in clause 6.5.3.3 of TS 29.500 reads:
6.	When the NF service producer changes, the new NF service producer may update the Subscription Correlation ID by sending a notification to the NF service consumer. The new NF service producer may generate a new resource URI and return it to the NF service consumer upon reception of a service request related to the resource from that NF service consumer, e.g. the new NF service producer may reply with an HTTP 3xx redirect status code pointing to the new location of the resource.
2. Discussion
The above paragraph is somewhat cryptic, but it specifies the following functionality when an NF service producer changes:
1. The new producer may send a notification request to the consumer for updating the Subscription Correlation ID.
2. The new producer may generate a new resource URI.
3. If the new producer receives a service request from the consumer, then the producer may reply with an HTTP 3xx redirect status code and also include the new resource URI.
The first bullet point specifies that new producer may generate a new Subscription Correlation ID and send a notification request to the consumer. But it is not specified how the consumer use this new Subscription Correlation ID. Moreover, The Subscription Correlation ID is not applied to the implicit subscription, e.g. in Npcf_SMPolicyControl service, the PCF doesn’t return the Subscription Correlation ID to the SMF separately. In other words, the current text on the new Subscription Correlation Id is not clear and this also does not apply to all existing services.
We would like to propose the following new optional feature. Instead of sending updated Subscription Correlation ID, the producer could send the new resource URI, which by may or may not contain an updated Subscription Correlation ID.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the changes to 3GPP TS 29.500, which are implemented in CR 0166 (C4-205049).
