6.X.1	Description
It is beneficial to enable CP function to allocate UE IP address/prefix:
-	As specified in clause 5.21.1 of 3GPP TS 29.244 [3], the support of UE IP address/prefix allocation by the CP function is mandatory.
-	As specified in clause 5.8.2.2.1 of 3GPP TS 23.501 [x], it is the CP function sending the UE IP address/prefix to the UE via SM NAS signalling. If the UE IP address/prefix is allocated by UP function, the CP function shall interact with the UP function via PFCP procedures to obtain a suitable IP address, which leads to extra signalling interactions and delays.
Based on the above statement, the CP function should be enabled to allocate UE IP address/prefix as the preferred option.

6.X.2	Impacts on services, entities and interfaces
CP function:
-	CP function shall determine to allocate UE IP address/prefix in the CP function. UP function can only allocate UE IP address/prefix when specially requested, e.g. when UP function is deployed on customer side.
UP function:
-	None.
