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1. Introduction
An LS from CT3 on support of stateless NFs (C4-205019) requires CT4 to also check if the requirement in step 6 in clause 6.5.3.3 of TS 29.500 is already implemented in all relevant CT4 specs. The requirement reads: "the new NF service producer may reply with an HTTP 3xx redirect status code pointing to the new location of the resource". Therefore, whenever necessary 3xx redirect status code should be present in the "data structures supported by the POST/GET/PUT Response Body" messages. Respective "Headers supported by the 3xx Response Code" should also be present whenever appropriate.
2. Discussion
After checking SBI specs under CT4 control, we ended up with the following findings.
1. TS 29.502. Table 6.1.3.2.3.1-3 and 6.1.3.5.3.1-3 contain codes 307 and 308, but Presence and Cardinality values are missing.
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]TS 29.504. Table 6.1.6-2: Application Errors includes both codes 307 and 308, but Table 6.1.6-1: Common Response Body Data Structures does not. The list of error codes is incomplete in Nudr_GroupIDmap API.
1. TS 29.510. Nnrf_AccessToken Service API needs corrections:
2. Clause 5.4.2.2.3 step 2a specifies the following: "Upon reception of the Access token requestand based on the information contained in the Acces token request and locally stored information, NRF-2 shall identify the next hop NRF (see clause 5.2.2.2.3), and redirect the Access token request by returning HTTP "307 Temporary Redirect" response". By the way, typo (Access) should also be fixed.
2. Table 6.3.4.2.2-2: Data structures supported by the POST Response Body on this endpoint does not contain 3xx. This should be fixed.
1. TS 29.518. Namf_Communication Service definition looks misaligned.
3. Figure 5.2.2.2.1.1-1 UE Context Transfer allows 3xx in the response. But step 2b description reads: "On failure or redirection, one of the HTTP status code listed in Table 6.1.3.2.4.4.2-2 shall be returned. For a 4xx/5xx response, the message body shall contain a ProblemDetails structure with the "cause" attribute set to one of the application errors listed in Table 6.1.3.2.4.4.2-2"
3. Table 6.1.3.2.4.4.2-2 and Table 6.1.3.2.4.5.2-1 do not contain 3xx at all.
1. TS 29.526. Code 3xx is missing from Table 6.1.3.2.3.1-3: Data structures supported by the POST Response Body on this resource.
1. The following 10 specs do not explicitly permit returning 3xx code. Not clear if this was overlooked or done on purpose.

3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree changes to multiple specs, which are implemented in the respective CRs in C4-205170-5173 and in C4-205406.
