1. Introduction
This pCR aligns TS 29.532 with the latest stage 2 decisions.
StatusNotify service operation is illustrated below. The below highlighted notification names in clause 5.3.2.7.1 shall be aligned with this pCR later on.



Figure 5.3.2.7.1-1: MB-SMF notifications
1.	The MB-SMF shall send a POST request to each callback URI ({StatusNotificationUri}) of the subscribed NF Service Consumers. The payload body of the POST request (NotificationData data structure) shall contain:
-	Notification Correlation ID;
-	Event ID and optionally also the information on the event.

[bookmark: _Toc81558623]6.2.5.1	General
This clause will specify the use of notifications and corresponding protocol details if required for the specific service. When notifications are supported by the API, it will include a reference to the general description of notifications support over the 5G SBIs specified in TS 29.500 / TS 29.501.
Notifications shall comply to clause 6.2 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [4] and clause 4.6.2.3 of 3GPP TS 29.501 [5].
