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1. Introduction
When steering of roaming is active, it could happen that HO is done to a network, which SoR AF regards as not preferred. Therefore, the SoR AF may cancel ongoing session.
The problem is, if VoIP call was underway before the HO, it is highly undesirable that the call is canceled during the TAU due to the SoR being active. Subscriber service degrades, because it will take quite some time for the subscriber to resume the VoIP call. The problem becomes graver if an emergency call is underway. During an emergency call, the HPLMN IMS and therefore HPLMN HSS are not involved and SoR may cancel the call.
2. Discussion
Ideally, SoR AF should make an exception for the VoIP calls and should not cancel it even if the HO is done to a non-preferred network. This could be achieved in the following way.
· When VoIP is underway and HO has started, the MME should signal this to HSS with a new flag.
· HSS consequently should signal SoR-AF that VoIP is underway and that SoR AF should not to cancel the session.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to discuss the problem and find a solution, which should be implemented in respective CR(s).
