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	Reason for change:
	No generic notification error handling is defined for when an NFp sends a notification request for a subscription that is no longer existing at the NFc (e.g. subscription lost due to a failure or not successfully un-subscribed). 

In such a case, the NFc responds with the following status code (and application error):
· 404 Not Found (callback URI is no longer valid); or
· 400 Bad Request with RESOURCE_CONTEXT_NOT_FOUND (when the callback URI is still valid but the subscription context is no longer valid).
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	Summary of change:
	Unless specified otherwise by an API, an NFp should terminate a subscription upon receiving any of the above errors when sending a notification request. 

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	If the NFp keeps retrying and sending further notifications to the notification URI, the same negative responses are returned, wasting network resources and causing bad KPIs.
