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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks SA5 SWG-A for it’s LS on Shared Public Identities.  CT4 were asked to address Question 2 in the LS which was as follows;-

‘Question 2: The shared Public User Identity is not visible in CT4’s (former CN4) TS 23.008, because section 5 of TS 23.008 says: “It shall be possible to retrieve or store subscriber IP Multimedia service data concerning a specific MS from the HSS by use of each of the following references:

-
Private User Identity;

-
Public Identity.”

According to the understanding of SA5 it means that one MS has one entry in the HSS and that entry shall contain only one Private User Identity but several Public User Identities.’

It is important to note that the shared Public User Identity is a special type of Public User Identity and also that a shared Public User Identity can only be associated with a single IMS subscription.  Therefore, the text in 23.008 is sufficient to describe the requirements for IMS service data storage associated with shared Public User Identities since these are just a specific subset of the general term ‘Public Identity’.

CT4 noted however, that the assumption of SA5 SWG-A that ‘one MS has one entry in the HSS and that entry shall contain only one Private User Identity but several Public User Identities’ is incorrect on two counts.  First, the entry in the HSS is not related to the MS, but to the IMS subscription.  CT4 note that this confusion is one relate to terminology since 23.008 mentions ‘MS’, and so CT4 have approved a CR to correct this (see attached document).  Second, and as pointed out in SA2’s response to the original LS, a single IMS subscription entry in the HSS can contain more than one Private User Identity.
