1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG-CT WG4 (CT4) would like to thank GSMA IREG Packet for their Liaison statement on "GSMA IREG Packet Feasibility study on 3GPP Rel-6 WLAN Interworking”. 

IREG Packet had identified and listed the following four issues: 
1. W-APN: 
a. There is no exact definition on the format of the W-APN clearly stated (expected in 3GPP TS 23.003). For example it is not clearly stated whether the constructed W-APN FQDN should end with ".gprs" or ".3gppnetwork.org".
b. The W-APN reference in 3GPP TS 23.008 points to 3GPP TS 29.234, which does not define the structure of the W-APN.
c. The W-APN reference in 3GPP TS 24.234 points to 3GPP TS 23.234, which does not define the structure of the W-APN.
d. 3GPP TS 29.234 does not contain any reference to a specification describing the exact construction of the W-APN
2. Network Discovery (based on the IETF draft-adrangi-eap-network-discovery-05):
a. 3GPP TS 24.234 Network Discovery description lacks a definition of "realm" which is a datum in the "realm-list". For instance, a reference to 3GPP TS 23.003 Home Network Realm should perhaps be used in order to align domain names used.
3. Location Information (based on the IETF draft-ietf-geopriv-radius-lo-01):
a. 3GPP TS 29.234 lacks RADIUS-Diameter translation description for the Location Information
b. 3GPP TS 29.234 lacks Diameter AVPs for the Location Information
4. Explicit logoff from the WLAN AN – terminal requirement:
a. 3GPP TS 23.234 (paragraph 7.11 The WLAN UE Initiated WLAN AN Access Disconnection) does not clearly state the behaviour of the Terminal (WLAN UE) when the user initiates the complete access disconnection procedure.

CT4 has received individual contributions correcting issues listed above in CT4 specifications. Change Request C4-050752 addresses the issue 1.a) and adds the exact definition on the format of the W-APN to 3GPP TS 23.003. Change Request C4-050581 addresses the issue 1.d) and corrects the reference to the W-APN in 3GPP TS 29.234. CT4 also kindly asks GSMA IREG Packet to note the incoming LS C4-050869 from CT4 on the reservation of necessary sub-domain under “.3gppnetwork.org” for W-APNs.
Issues 3.a) and 3.b) were discussed in CT4#27 meeting. It was noted that the IETF has recently come to a conclusion how to handle RADIUS-Diameter translation and Diameter AVPs for the Location Information. However, the IETF has not yet published an updated revision of the draft-ietf-geopriv-radius-lo-1 (at the time of writing of the LS, 28-Apr-2005). Thus CT4 did not see it feasible to change specifications yet.
Issues 2) and 4) do not concern CT4 specifications. Therefore, should any Change Request be submitted in order to address remaining issues listed earlier are to be handled in corresponding 3GPP TSG Working Groups.
