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1. Overall Description:

During CT4 #28, an issue has been identified with the GAA/GBA architecture.  In situations where there is more than one HSS deployed in a network, it may not be possible for the BSF to determine which of the HSS’s a subscriber’s subscription record is stored in. 

Similar problems occur in IMS and in WLAN i/w architectures, which are solved by utilising the SLF.  It is therefore proposed that an interface between the BSF and SLF be added to the GAA/GBA.  It is proposed that the interface be called the Dz interface.

During discussion, it was noted that the solution proposed may not be needed if the UE is pre-configured with the address of a specific BSF, and the BSF to HSS relationship in the network is one-to-one.  This would amount to a network implementation option, but it was also noted that the option to use the SLF is a realistic and viable alternative, and so should be described in relevant specs.  The change in C4-051230 reflects the optionality of the SLF based solution.
CT4 have approved the attached CR to 29.109 to include the description of Dz but also believe that a complementary change to 33.220 is required.
