Action/Decision Requested:

TISPAN WG3 has completed the endorsement of Cx interface (3GPP TS 29.228 and 29.229) for TISPAN release 1. Following TISPAN release 1 requirements, two authentication mechanisms have been added (NASS-bundled and HTTP Digest), that imply an exchange of authentication information via Cx interface.
In order to convey the new authentication information, new AVPs have been defined, and some existing ones modified. TISPAN WG3 has proposed to handle these extensions to Cx interface by means of two new features (one per each authentication method).

The features are specified in the same way as the features in the table that already exists in 3GPP TS 29.229, chapter 7.1.1. Nevertheless, TISPAN WG3 has not assigned yet a “Feature bit” number.
TISPAN WG3 kindly requests 3GPP CT4 to assign a “Feature bit” number to the new features “NASS_BUNDLED” and “HTTP_DIGEST_MD5” in order to avoid collisions with future feature declarations.

Document ETSI TS 183 033 V<0.0.7> (attached) provides a description of the Cx interface endorsement.
