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1. Overall Description:

GERAN would like to thank SA1 for their LS on 'Requirements for using Cell Identity and Cell Type for charging and/or other services'. GERAN would like to provide the following brief comments to a couple of the questions and answers provided in the received LS.
	Q. e)
Similarly, several operators are believed to use the knowledge that a UE is using a 2G or 3G cell to influence the PS domain content and/or services offered to the user. Does this capability need to be extended? For example, to permit the HPLMN servers to know that the mobile is in an HSDPA or HSUPA or E-UTRA or GAN cell/area?


SA1 Answer: Yes. As commented in d), and the HPLMN could also provide the most appropriate services to its roaming subscribers based on the RAT and Cell type charging information. 


GERAN would like remind other groups that the network knowledge of whether a UE is using a 2G or 3G cell will not be completely reliable for the determination of the RAT which the UE will use to receive a service at a later time. This is the case because the radio conditions could have changed, or the transmission of the new service may cause a load based handover between the two RATs. 
In the case where the UE is in MM Standby / UTRAN RRC Idle states in a network which uses a common RA for 2G and 3G cells, the network will not know which RAT the UE is currently camped upon until data is passed between the UE and the network.

What additional requirements does SA 1 have in this area?


SA1 Answer: Consideration is also being given to the introduction of requirements for the derivation of cell usage information e.g. HSDPA, that can be used for e.g. service rendering, network dimensioning, tariffing and charging
