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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks ITU Q3/SG16 for its liaison in document COM 16 – LS 115 – E informing the progress of its work item on H.248.9 “Advanced Media Server Packages” to allow Text to Speech (TTS), Automatic Speech Recognition (ASR) and Multimedia Playout to be supported by a split Media Controller and Media Processor and its work item on H.248.19 “Decomposed multipoint control unit, audio, video and data conferencing packages” for Floor control enhancements.
CT4 is grateful for being notified of these updates as CT4 is currently developing stage 2 requirements for these features, however CT4 would also like to be informed of the requirements which initiated these changes.

There were a number of issues raised with the amendments that are not clear to CT4 or CT4 has some further questions, these are captured in the attached document.
CT4 thus has concerns about the inclusion of such packages and properties while we are still developing clear requirements at application level. It is the intention of 3GPP CT4 to provide a profile for Multimedia Resource Processor which can be re-used by other applications such as ETSI TISPAN for example. It is thus important that the stage 3 solutions provided by ITU-T Q3/SG16 are aligned with all requirements coming from other standards bodies who are major users of the H.248.1 protocol to avoid the need for multiple packages or variations of packages essentially providing the same features.
