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1. Overall Description:

CT4 #33 discussed the HSS impacts of the relaxation of the following restriction [23.228, clause 4.3.3.4]:
“If a Public User Identity is shared among the Private User Identities of a subscription, then it is assumed that all Private User Identities in the IMS subscription share the Public User Identity.”

CT4 agreed that if the restriction is removed, it adds complexity and causes changes to the HSS application logic and data storage model.

If the restriction is removed, the HSS must store the information that identifies which Private User Identities of the IMS subscription are associated with a given Shared Public User Identity. Currently the HSS needs to store only the information that the Public User Identity is shared within the IMS Subscription.

CT4 agreed that the removal of the restriction does not affect Cx and Sh interfaces.
