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The current structure in 3GPP TR 23.820 on “Study of IMS Restoration Procedures” indicates that the consequences of the service interruption of each node should be analyzed before going into the solution. This contribution contains an analysis of the impacts of a SIP-AS stop.

The proposed additions to the 3GPP TR are the following:
5.5
SIP-AS service interruption

The way in which interruption of service of a SIP-AS affects the user will depend very much on the specific implementation of the SIP-AS. However, there are some aspects in which this situation could need additional handling by the rest of the network elements in the IMS Core Network and the reason is the state stored in other network elements. The SIP-AS may have stored transparent data in the HSS, and it may have subscriptions to notifications both using SIP and the Sh Interface. With respect to transparent data we could assume that the same instances will be used again when the SIP-AS returns to operation. We can also assume that the subscriptions to notifications are cleaned up periodically. With these assumptions there seems to be no additional requirements for standardization coming from this situation.
