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Introduction

This contribution proposes to transfer text related to the OoBTC Procedures from TR 29.802 (Clauses 5.7.1.2.2 and 5.7.1.2.3) to TS 29.231 as endorsement of RFC 3264, as this RFC contains statements which are in conflict with those procedures.
Furthermore, multicast streams are not required in the Cs Domain and the support of the related procedures in RFC 3264 is therefore not mandated.

Proposed Changes

First modified Clause

5.1 RFC 3264

5.1.1
Multicast Streams
Procedures in Clauses 5.2 and 6.2 of RFC 3264 do not need to be supported.

Procedures in Clause 5 of RFC 3264 apply with the following modifications:

An MSC-S initiating an offer with several payload types in an m-line shall apply the related procedures in Clause 9 of 3GPP TS 23.153 [x].

3GPP Node Generating the Answer
Procedures in Clause 6 of RFC 3264 apply with the following modifications:
-
If the 3GPP MSC-S terminating the codec negotiation receives an offer with several payload types in an m-line, it shall apply the related procedures in Clause 9 of 3GPP TS 23.153 [x].

3GPP Node as Offerer Processing of the Answer
Procedures in Clause 7 of RFC 3264 apply with the following modifications:
-
If the offering MSC-S receives an answer with several payload types in an m-line, it shall apply the related procedures in Clause 9 of 3GPP TS 23.153 [x].
5.1.5
Modifying the session
Procedures in Clause 8 of RFC 3264 apply with the same modifications as described in Clauses 5.1.2, 5.1.3. and 5.1.4.
