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LS (C4-071523) from OMA ARC on PEEM Diameter Application-ID and Command Code allocation proposal
1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT4 has received a request from OMA ARC (see the attached Liaison Statement) for CT4 to manage and maintain OMA's Diameter application identifiers, command codes, AVP codes and experimental result codes for their PEEM enabler. OMA ARC is developing the PEEM (Policy Evaluation, Enforcement and Management) enabler.
The current ToR of TSG CT WG4 are that CT4 are responsible for the coordination of Diameter and manage the Diameter application identifiers, command codes, AVP codes and experimental result codes within 3GPP. CT4 maintains 3GPP TS 29.230 for this purpose. These are for stage 3 specifications under 3GPP control. CT4 have discussed the proposal from OMA ARC and the pros and cons were evaluated. 
Some companies stated that they would not like to be the middle man for standards outside of 3GPP's control and consider this to be an unnecessary administrative overhead and that this proposal would not be the most efficient approach as they will not be responsible for the stage 3 of PEEM. It would seem that a more sensible approach for OMA, as a separate standards' organisation, to ask IANA for their own vendor ID and maintain this themselves. That will allow OMA to assign its own AVP codes without any need to liaise other standardization groups for this purpose and to request Diameter Application Ids and command codes independently to the IETF. A similar approach has been taken by TISPAN and CableLabs when developing their own delta-standard variants based on Diameter.
Other companies however supported extending CT4's ToR to manage OMA's Diameter application identifiers, command codes, AVP codes and experimental result codes for PEEM as there may have to be some alignment between PEEM and SA5's charging AVPs.
As this is an extension of CT4's ToR and this has not reached consensus within CT4, CT4 asks CT plenary to discuss the proposal and provide some direction to CT4 on this issue.
