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Introduction

The description of dedicated bearer management procedures of the latest TR 29.803 v0.4.0 is not aligned with the latest TS 23.402 v1.3.0. This contribution proposes to remedy to these non-alignments.

Discussion

In Section 5.5.2 of the latest TS23.402 v1.3.0 describing “Dedicated Bearer Procedures for E-UTRAN Access with PMIP based S5/S8”  the S8b reference point (roaming case) does not include procedures for management of dedicated bearers (activation, deactivation, modification with and without QoS update). Instead, dedicated management procedures occurs through S7 (Serving GW-vPCRF), S7c (PDN Gateway-hPCRF) and S9 (vPCRF-hPCRF) reference points. 

On the other hand, TR 29.803 v0.3.0 contains subclauses that relates to dedicated bearers in the description of the S8b interface (subclauses 6.2.6.1.2, 6.2.6.1.3, 6.2.6.1.4, and 6.2.6.1.5). This is not aligned with Section 5.5.2 of TS 23.402 v1.3.0.

Proposed change

It is proposed to remove from TR 29.803 subclauses that relates to dedicated bearers in the description of both the S8b and IETF-based S5 reference point (subclauses 6.2.6.1.2, 6.2.6.1.3, 6.2.6.1.4, and 6.2.6.1.5).
