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Introduction

This contribution aims to discuss procedures how to handle TISPAN specifications transferred to 3GPP as part of common IMS. 

Handling of TISPAN Rel-2

Work on transferring TISPAN Rel-2 specifications to 3GPP is already ongoing: For instance, requirements of TISPAN origin have already been included into the Rel-8 version of TS 22.228.

There seems to be a well established common understanding on how to proceed:

· TISPAN Rel-2 Specifications will become part of 3GPP Rel-8

· It is a case-by case decision to be taken by the responsible 3GPP working group if the TISPAN specifications will be maintained as separate documents or their contents merged into suitable 3GPP specification

The specifications that are part of TISPAN Release 2 will be listed in an own specification, which is currently in draft form (Draft ETSI WI 00005). In the current version, hardly any stage 3 specifications are listed. In practise, this seems to be no serious problem as it can also be derived from TISPAN WIs which specifications are intended for TISPAN Rel-2. TISPAN working procedures would allow for unmodified Rel-1 specification to be included in Rel-2 simply by being listed in this TS, but the author is not aware of any examples.
To cover the related work, it is proposed to generate a CT-wide WI.
Handling of TISPAN Rel-1

All specification that are part of TISPAN Rel.1 are listed in ETSI TR 180 001 "Telecommunications and Internet Converged Services and Protocols for Advanced Networking (TISPAN); Release 1 Definition". 

TISPAN Rel-1 is finalized, and only corrections are still possible.
Many TISPAN Rel-1 specifications of relevance for the Common IMS are endorsements of 3GPP specifications in specific early 3GPP Rel-7 versions. For instance ETSI ES 283 003 is an endorsement of 3GPP TS 24.229 v7.2.0. However, the latest available Release-7 version of 3GPP TS 24.229 is v7.8.0.
3GPP REl-7 is frozen, and thus only essential corrections are possible, but no addition of features.

It is also desirable that the effort 3GPP needs to spend for the transfer of TISPAN Rel-1 specifications is kept small to allow concentrating on the transfer and integration of TISPAN Rel-2.

The question which formal status TISPAN Rel-1 specifications transferred to 3GPP as part of Common IMS will obtain in 3GPP needs to be considered taking the above points into account.

Possible Options include:

1. Making TISPAN Rel-1 Specifications part of 3GPP Rel-7.

This would collide with 3GPP working procedures that allow only essential corrections at this stage, but no addition of features. 

2. Making TISPAN Rel-1 Specifications part of 3GPP Rel-8.

As TISPAN Rel-2 specifications are also included in 3GPP REl-8, the possibility to keep them distinct from TISPAN Rel-1 specifications might be lost.

3. Maintaining TISPAN Rel-1 specifications in a kind of separate Release within 3GPP
This would avoid the problems with the other options. It allows maintaining a clear separation of TISPAN Rel-1 specifications.
It seems that option 3 is most promising. 

Furthermore it is suggested that 3GPP does not try to merge the contents of any TISPAN Release 1 specifications into 3GPP specifications. (Unless the same TISPAN specification is also part of Rel-2 and the considerations in the first Clause apply.) Rather, all TISPAN Rel-1 specifications should be maintained separately. Only essential corrections should be allowed for them.
A decision on the procedures will be up to CT and SA Plenary. After such a decision exists, CT groups can decide how to accommodate this into WIs.
Proposals

· Concentrate Work on the integration of TISPAN Rel-2 into 3GPP REl-8

· It is a case-by case decision to be taken by the responsible 3GPP working group if the TISPAN Rel-2 specifications will be maintained as separate documents or their contents merged into suitable 3GPP specification
· Generate a CT wide WI to cover the TISPAN Rel-2 related work on Common IMS for 3GPP REl-8.
· Seek guidance from CT and SA plenary on formal handling of TISPAN Rel-1
