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Introduction

This document describes the triggering methods in Alternative 5 of CAT call flows. We propose to update the following text into the TR 29.882 v0.3.0.

7.5 Alternative 5 – Terminating MSC Server switch based solution

7.5.1 Triggering methods

In Alternative 5, MSC-B can control the CAT service simply and response fast to other actions such as announcement when a called party is in Home PLMN. Alternative 5 can be located simultaneously with other Alternatives for roaming service.
When a user registers and activates audio and/or multimedia CAT services, the CAT subscription information is recoded in HLR, and the subscriber’s CAT service information is also recorded in the CAT server. The subscriber of the CAT service can set multiple CAT contents, and the multiple CAT contents can be played depending on the user settings such as specific group/user, day and time. The CAT subscription information can be encoded by a specific mark.
When a called party’s CAT service is activated and a calling party requests a call to a called party, MSC-B can receive the CAT subscription information from HLR, or MSC-A/GMSC retrieve the CAT subscription information such as OSSS code or routing information (e.g. new subscription information) from HLR like Alternative 1. MSC-B which triggers the CAT service from the CAT server, have to understand the CAT subscription information. If the specific value for CAT subscription information is newly defined, the specific value can be delivered from MSC-B to MSC-A/GMSC and to UE-A for H.245 negotiation. Also, the specific value has to be delivered from and GMSC to MSC-A if they are not co-located.
For the roaming user, the triggering method follows other switch based solution such as Alternative 1.
