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Introduction

This document describes the triggering points in Alternative 5 of CAT call flows. We propose to update the following text into the TR 29.882 v0.3.0.

7.5 Alternative 5 – Terminating MSC Server switch based solution

7.5.2 Triggering points

In Alternative 5, MSC-B triggers the called party configured CAT service and establishes a leg towards the CAT server. In order to establish a connection to a CAT server, notifications for CAT subscription information to MSC-A/GMSC and H.245 negotiation to UE-A are necessary. If MSC-A and GMSC are not co-located, and subscription information for H.245 negotiation such as routing information is newly defined, the new subscription information has to be delivered to MSC-A, GMSC, and UE-A. Or it can follow Alternative 1, if MSC-A and GMSC are not co-located, and it is available to use the existing value for notification of H.245 negotiation and subscription of CAT service.
