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	The feasability study on CAT support in 3GPP CS domain (3GPP TR 29.882) concluded that using the GSMC Server  Switched architecture with multimedia UEs enhanced with CAT capabilties is the preferred solution to support multimedia CAT, and recommended to specify the corresponding changes required by this architecture within the normative specifications. 


	
	

	Summary of change:
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	During a mobile originated multimedia call establishment, the MSC Server may both-way through-connect the bearer towards the source of the multimedia CAT.
A new subclause is specified to cover the interactions with multimedia CAT procedures, including a reference to the equivalent procedures defined in TS 23.205.

Through-Connection

In combination with the Prepare Bearer or Reserve Circuit procedures, and the Reserve RTP Connection Point or Configure RTP Connection Point procedure, the MSC server should use the Change Through-Connection procedure to request the MGW to configure the bearer terminations so that the bearer is through-connected in the backward direction (bullet 1 or 3 and bullet 4 or 5 in figure 6.1.1.13.2).
For a multimedia call originated by a mobile station indicating support of multimedia CAT capability (see 3GPP TS 24.008 [4]), the MSC may request the MGW to both-way through-connect the bearer using the Change Through-Connection procedure when it receives the indication that the called party is being alerted and that a multimedia CAT is available (see subclause 14.x). 
Otherwise when the MSC server receives the answer indication (200 OK(INVITE)), it shall request the MGW to both-way through-connect the bearer using the Change Through-Connection procedure (bullet 8 in figure 6.1.1.13.2), unless the bearer has already been both way through-connected at an earlier stage.
