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1. Introduction
23.334 defines the stage 2 procedures for the Iq interface between the IMS Application Level Gateway (IMS-ALG) and the associated IMS Access Gateway (IMS-AGW).
2. Reason for Change
The function of IP realm/domain indication is an implicit requirements in case of the application of NAT and/or NAT traversal support. This is a session-dependent procedures. It’s proposed to move that procedure from (placeholder) clause 8 to 6.5.
3. Conclusions

This Pseudo-CR proposes initial text for moved clauses 6.5. The proposed text is in line with 23.205, clause 20 “Multiple IP Realms”.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.334 v0.1.0.

IP realm/domain indication
6.5.1
New media-/bearer-path
Whenever requesting a new IP media-path (i.e. creation of IP bearer terminations), the IMS-ALG may indicate the correspondent IP realm/domain to the IMS-AGW. The IMS-AGW shall assign the IP termination in the IP realm indicated. A default IP realm may be configured such that if the IMS-AGW has not received the IP realm identifier and the IMS-AGW supports multiple IP realms then the default IP realm shall be used. The signalled information component relates to the addressing domain of the IP address (e.g. a subnet prefix, VPN ID, domain name).
6.5.2
Unsuccessful indication

If the value of the IP realm identifier sent by the IMS-ALG cannot be recognized by the IMS-AGW, the IMS-AGW will fail to create the IP media-path and shall then reply with an appropriate error code.
6.5.3
Fix assignment per bearer (termination) lifetime

The IMS-ALG may or may not choose to assign IP realm identifier when communicating with the IMS-AGW, e.g. not sent if IP realm configured on the IMS-AGW. If the IMS-ALG assigns IP realm then this shall be communicated at termination seizure. The value of IP realm shall be applied to all media streams associated with the termination. The IP realm identifier shall indicate the IP domain/realm of the media-path and cannot therefore be changed after the initial assignment.

The IP realm identifier shall not be subsequently changed by a modification request once assigned to a termination. Only an identical/unchanged setting of IP realm identifier may be sent by a modification request. If the IMS-ALG attempts to change the IP realm on an existing termination, the IMS-AGW shall reply with an appropriate error code.
