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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to thank CT4 for their liaison C4-083096 and their accurate comments on the enhanced SRNS relocation solution designed by RAN3.
RAN3 has analysed the six points of concern raised by CT4 and can provide the following answers:

Point 1: drop of the call if the Iu Enhanced Relocation Complete procedure fails at target side

Point 2: uplink transmission break during the relocation due to additional delay at target side to complete the Iu INIT procedure and the Iu bearer setup procedure (notably aal2).
Point 3: CT4 solution of delaying the Iur Enhanced Relocation Response to solve 1/ and 2/ above 
Answer: RAN3 recognized the issues in 1/ and 2/ mentioned by CT4 but didn’t decide to go for the CT4 solution in point 3/ because in CT4 solution the target RNC would need to wait completion of CS part even if PS part is done before sending the Iur Enhanced Relocation Response message containing the HO COMMAND for the UE, thus removing the main benefit of the Enhanced Relocation Scheme.

Instead RAN3 decided to implement an uplink forwarding tunnel from target RNC to source RNC in order to send the uplink packets until the path switch happens at target side.

RAN3 would appreciate feedback from CT4 if this RAN3 solution is also satisfactory for the case of a MGW change mentioned by CT4 under their point 2/.

Point 4: target RNC ID missing in the Iu Enhanced Relocation Complete Request message
Answer: The MSC already knows the RNC ID of the target RNC through the Global RNC ID which is mandatory in the INITIAL UE MESSAGE message.
Point 5: RAB parameters are needed in the Iu Enhanced Relocation Complete Response message for the case of a new MGW with different supported codec
Answer: RAN3 will add optional RAB Parameters in that message.
Point 6: aal2 addresses missing in the Iu Enhanced Relocation Complete Response message.
Answer: RAN3 will add those addresses.
