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1. Overall Description:

During the GTPv2 spec design (TS 29.274) CT4 identified a need to combine messages across S11 and S5/S8 interfaces under the same message type value / message name. Besides, CT4 found it useful to extend this to the messages used by different procedures. Otherwise, GTPv2 spec would have had a way too many message types that would have made the spec rather cryptic.
One of the consequences of the above approach is that liberal message naming in TS 23.401 procedures may mislead the reader, because in TS 29.274 a message name has a very specific meaning. Therefore, aligning GTPv2 message names in TS 23.401 with the message names in TS 29.274 would be beneficial for all parties.

CT4 would like to propose setting up an ad hoc working group from SA2 and CT4 delegates that would work for resolving the problem.
