Scope
This Technical Report documents the Local Call Local Switching (LCLS) solution(s) within the core network and associated access network impacts and evaluate the benefits compared to the impacts involved. The resulting core network impacts to the MSC-S, MGW and associated core network interfaces in order to support the requirements for LCLS are detailed.

The TR will concentrate on the evaluation of procedures in the Core Network to support the Local Call Local Switch feature in GERAN networks.

In particular, possible solutions will be investigated to:
· To gather the correlation information between the two legs of the call to be sent to the BSS (e.g. in case of MSCs in pool)

· To decide the triggers to enable/release Local Switch Local Switch (e.g. based on activation of Supplementary Services, etc.)
The TR will also discuss possible impacts to the user plane handling on the legacy A interface (over TDM) and to A over IP. Correspondingly the impact to the MSS-MGW interface (H.248 protocol) will be analysed.

The definition of procedures, messages and Information Elements on the A-Interface is out of scope of the present TR and left to 3GPP TSG GERAN, which will define solutions to:

· Provide the correlation information between the two legs of the call at the BSS (MSC task)
· Enable Local Switching (MSC task) and correspondingly Establish Local Switching (BSS task) 
· Release Local Switching (MSC and BSS task
NOTE:  
The procedures investigated in this TR might be reused for the Iu interface in case the LCLS feature is extended to Iu in a future release.
