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1. Overall Description:

At the CT4#44 meeting it has been discussed about access control criteria in UDC. However it is not determined which of criteria should be based on for the UDC to authenticate and authorize. Basically CT4 agreed that the following criteria are needed:
· application type;

· front end cluster identifier;

· the user data which are requested;

· the request type(e.g. query, modify).

CT4 can not determine whether a criterion of the users which are requested is needed or not, e.g. a logically unique user data repository can provide different data view for a set of application front ends based on the users which are requested.
As for a criterion of front end cluster identifier, CT4 agreed that a front end cluster identifier shall be unique in a PLMN, but was not sure is there a need to be unique globally in different PLMNs, i.e. CT4 was not sure whether a UDC in a PLMN can interwork with the UDC in another PLMN, e.g. the user data repository in a PLMN can provide a data view for an application front-end in another PLMN based on authentication and authorization. 
2. Actions:

ACTION: 

CT4 asks SA1 group to check whether the following requirements are available:

1) User data repository can provide different data view for a set of front ends based on the users which are requested.

2) UDC in a PLMN can interwork with the UDC in another PLMN.
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
