If this draft is agreed 3GPP can ask for command codes directly from IANA without providing a dummy RFC. If the draft is not agreed by end of the year we need to draft a dummy RFC to get diameter command codes

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Summary of discussions at SA#44 relevant for CT4 
Release status/planning
3GPP is currently actively working on 3 releases:

· Rel 8: frozen with a moderate correction load still ongoing 

· Rel 9: Stages 1 and 2 are frozen.  Stage 3 is in progress 

· Rel 10: Stage 1 and stage 2 being worked on.

Most of the Rel 9 exceptions were completed.
Rel 9 exceptions were granted for the following:

· Lawful Intercept for Rel 9 

· IMS media plane security 

· NDS (Network Domain Security) enhancements for backhaul 

· Security Aspects of Home NodeB/eNodeB
· Identity Management and 3GPP Security Interworking (Interworking of GAA and OpenID)

The target date for Rel 9 stage 3 freeze was confirmed to be December 2009. Normal exception handling will be used to decide how to handle functions not ready by December.  SA was made aware that there will likely be some exception requests coming from both CT and RAN.

Action at CT4#47: 

To decide which functionalities have to be completed in Release 9 and which have to be moved to Release 10. For those which are not completed in CT4#47 and have to be part of Release 9 exception sheets need to be drafted.

Work on Rel 10 is underway and several new Rel 10 WIDs were approved at this meeting. The target dates for Rel 10 were decided. They are:

· Stage 1: March 2010 (decided at SA#44) 

· Stage 2: Sept 2010 

· Stage 3: March 2011

This freezing date allows for completion of the LTE-Advanced work and gives a 3 month buffer from when they must be stabilized for ITU-R.

Technical topics
Release 8
The last Rel 8 specification (TR 26.969 Characterisation Report for eCall Data Transfer; In-band modem solution (SP-090564)) related to the transmission of eCall Data was approved.  It was eventually decided to include the eCall “push” mode where the terminal in the vehicle would initiate the modem handshake.  There was an extensive debate on whether this option would break existing procedures used by PSAPs in some countries.  Several working groups (SA1, CT1, CT4) were given until TSG#46 to attempt to find an end-to-end method of signalling eCall.  The outcome of the discussion can be found in SP-090666. SA WG1 is asked to consider any updates needed to service requirements related to the proposal in SP-090637. Deadline for completion of the work is TSG#46.
Action to CT WG1 and CT WG4: 
TSG SA kindly requests CT WG1 and CT WG4, based on the SA WG1 requirements, to investigate the feasibility of the solution described in the attachment or to investigate alternative solutions for an end-to-end eCall identifier, and take care of the technical work.
Release 9

The stage 2 CRs on SMS over SGs were approved, but there is still additional stage 3 work to be done.
Two controversial items related to extension of the CS Fallback capabilities (CSFB).  
Under overload conditions the MME could cause any calls including those with priority to be rejected.  This could prevent emergency callbacks from being successfully terminated.  Since this has regulatory impacts, SA2 will look at this issue.  
There was also a proposal to look into performance issues associated with call setup in CSFB.  There was not strong enough support to override the existing SA2 priorities, so this issue will not be investigated as part of Rel 9.

A CR describing how conflicts between the VPLM and HPLM ANDSF policies are reconciled was returned to SA2 (SP-090663).  The related stage 1 CR (CR 69 from SP-090476) was returned to SA1.  The issue is to reconcile the stage 1 requirement and the way it was implemented in stage 3.

3GPP also agreed to formally terminate joint control of the AKA specification.  AHAG may still be involved, but formal control now rests solely with 3GPP.
