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1. Introduction
The current text (in table 5.14.3.1.1) shows that g/cause event as being mandatory and it being armed during the call related procedures. However, the procedures do not include a case of the event being reported. 
2. Reason for Change
For self-consistency, the procedures should be modified to show g/cause event being reported from the TrGW. Such a change would also align with Iq (29.334).  It is proposed that the call related procedures be modified to  include use of the g/cause event being reported by the TrGW.  
3. Conclusions

This PCR provides updates for clause 5.17.2 to include reporting of the g/cause event via the IP BEARER RELEASED  procedure.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.238 V1.0.1.
