1. Overall Description:

CT4 has discussed the value range of the ARP parameter in GTPv1 and GTPv2 and its implications for emergency services which are expected to work also for the scenario when the GGSN or PDN-GW is connected to a Rel-9 SGSN via Gn/Gp. Some companies in CT4 believe that it would be beneficial to be able to provide the the new ARP parameter with an extended range, i.e. with the same definition as the corresponding parameter in EPS also in GTPv1. 
In the absence of clear Stage-2 requirements, some other companies believe that the existing ARP in QoS Profile IE in GTPv1 is sufficient.
CT4 also would like to inform SA2 that the 3GPP TS 25.413 (Iu-PS) and 3GPP TS 29.212 (Gx) have already adapted the new ARP parameter.

ACTION: 

1. CT4 kindly asks SA2 to clarify whether the new ARP parameter or existing ARP should be used when an SGSN is connected to a GGSN or a PDN-GW via Gn/Gp for emergency services or any other similar services. 

2. If SA2 is of the opinion that the new ARP should be used when an SGSN is connected to a GGSN/PDN-GW via Gn/Gp, CT4 kindly asks SA2 to make necessary clarifications in Stage-2 specifications such as 3GPP TS 23.060.
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
