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1. Overall Description:

TSG CT plenary thanks GSMA/TIA JEM for their LS (CP-090957/JEM 01-014) on the IMEI situation.
TSG CT working groups discussed the LS and TSG CT plenary likes to provide a consolidated view across the CT working groups.

It is TSG CT’s understanding and also highlighted in the LS that the foreseen timeframe of expiring the IMEI range is 21 years. We do interpret this statement as there is no urgent need to change the current coding of the IMEI.
Further TSG CT likes to highlight some recommendations which need to be taken into account by GSMA/TIA JEM before making any conclusion.

· A change of the IMEI coding is technically feasible within the core network specifications

· TSG CT did not start a deep technical analysis for the best solution and therefore no recommendation can be given at this point in time
· Any change to the IMEI shall be backward compatible to ensure interworking with all networks
· The IMEI is not only used within the networks itself, it is used by operators for proprietary services, e.g. ware house, device penetration and customer care solutions. Therefore any change will lead to huge efforts on the operator side and therefore needs a careful study.
Based on the fact that GSMA/TIA JEM did not provide a clear justification for an urgent change of the IMEI encoding, TSG CT recommends that GSMA/TIA JEM does not conclude on any changes to the IMEI encoding.

If the justification can be provided by GSMA/TIA JEM, TSG CT working groups will start the deep analysis to ensure the best technical solution.
2. Actions:

To GSMA/TIA JEM.

ACTION: 
CT Plenary asks GSMA/TIA JEM group to provide a justification of any urgent need on changes to the IMEI encoding that allows TSG CT working groups to start their analysis and to work out a proper solution.

CT Plenary asks GSMA/TIA JEM group to take the above recommendations into account and consult TSG CT working groups before concluding on this topic. 
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
