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1. Discussion

RAN2 have discussed the possibility of “piggybacking” LPP messaging along with the NAS message that initiates an MO-LR operation.  It is the understanding of RAN2 that CT1 and CT4 have already considered or are currently considering signalling support for this feature.
During the discussion, RAN2 identified some use cases for including more than one LPP message with the MO-LR triggering message.  As one example, a UE might provide its capabilities (LPP Provide Capabilities) and measurements already taken (LPP Provide Location Information) when triggering a basic self-location, allowing the E-SMLC to start positioning operations immediately and reducing the time for a position fix.

The maximum number of LPP messages that could be usefully piggybacked is three (e.g., the UE could provide its capabilities, a previously computed position, and a request for assistance data).  The capacity to carry more messages than this would have potential value as future-proofing in case additional message types are defined in future releases of LPP.

RAN2 consider that it would be beneficial if CT1 and CT4 can provide support for carrying three LPP messages simultaneously when an MO-LR is triggered.
