This P-CR gives the definition of BSC-ID, i.e. a global identifier of a Base Station Controller (BSC). The complete parameter layout of this identifier is shown in the corresponding contribution, which is composed of the PLMN identity and the BSC identifier. This is also similar to the definition of Global RNC-ID in 3GPP TS 25.413.
