6.1.5A.X Non-3GPP Access Scenario
As explained in the section 6.1.5A.1, the UE-initiated release procedure for S2a can result in the deactivation of the corresponding bearer in the GTP-based HPLMN. This is illustrated by the figure 6.1.5A.X-1.
Note that the whole procedure is initiated by Non-3GPP AGW and not by the S-GW (compared to the 3GPP access case).
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Figure 6.1.5A.X-1 Mapping of UE-initiated Request Release to Bearer Deactivation

The trusted non-3GPP IP access receives an IP-CAN specific resource release request initiated by the UE.

1.
The trusted non-3GPP IP access initiates the Gateway Control and QoS Policy Rules Request Procedure as specified in TS 23.203 [19]. The trusted non-3GPP IP access provides the UE request as an Event Report to the vPCRF.
2. The vPCRF initiates S9 appropriate procedure with IWP

3. Based on the S9 procedure with the vPCRF, the IWP decides to send a Delete Bearer Command message to the P-GW which is located in the HPLMN.

4. The P-GW starts a PCEF-Initiated IP-CAN Session Modification procedure with the hPCRF.
5. A Bearer Deactivation procedure as described in section 6.1.5.2
6. The P-GW finishes the PCEF-Initiated IP-CAN Session Modification procedure.
