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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to inform CT4 that CT1 has discussed the handling of wildcarded PSI and wildcarded public user identity in CSCF’s.
Between CSCF’s a wildcarded PSI and a wildcarded public user identity is transported in the P-Profile-Key header field in an initial SIP request. The receiving CSCF uses the content of the P-Profile-Key header to find the profile related to the user in its internal database based on a string comparison of the received value against its internal data. However for that comparison, the CSCF does not need an indication as to whether the wildcarded identity is a PSI or a public user identity.
Further CT1 wants to point out, that the existing definition of the P-Profile-Key header field as of Rel-9 does not allow indicating the nature of a wildcarded identity that is transported in the P-Profile-key header field.
