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The Global Wireless Equipment Identifier Numbering Resources & Administration JEM-03 Conference Call began at 5:00pm Eastern Time USA.  Gary Pellegrino thanked all participants for joining, and gave special thanks to Mr. Gosden for hosting the conference bridge.

The following JEM 01-014 2009-09-30 Summary items with Actions Required were reviewed and discussed relative to comments received:

1. Review JEM-02 Summary

1a. Resource Exhaust


- Alternative Allocation of Existing Numbering Resources 

  SUMMARY:

· OPTION 1: Keep TAC as 8-Digit 

· OPTION 2: Segment IMEI to allow for allocations of 10K, 50K, 100K or variable increments

· OPTION 3: Use the spare [15th] digit as part of the IMEI

· A check digit would be additional to this.  

· OPTION 4: A new longer identifier

· OPTION 5: Use Hexadecimal rather than Decimal for part or all of existing TAC or IMEI numbers

· TIA noted that new applicants for UIM or MEID are given smaller allocations to start with, with proper deployment forms provided. 

· Allocation ranges of a minimum of 100K may be sufficient to produce greater than 10% utilization for IMEI assignments.

· Following any change in IMEI allocation sizes, ongoing review of utilization will occur.

ACTIONS REQUIRED:

· Participants agree to solicit opinions and technical feedback from industry via their respective organizations about allocation sizes, as well as the feasibility of the five options listed above.  Proposed deadline for feedback to JEM at numberingjem@tiaonline.org is Friday, 15 January 2010.  A follow-up conference call will be scheduled for Thursday, 21 January 2010 at 5pm Eastern Time USA, 10pm London time, Friday, 22 January 2010 at 7am Japan Time to discuss results. 

2010-02-09 UPDATE: (see JEM 02- 001 JEM 02 Summary 2010-02-09)
Comments were received from 3GPP TSG CT, 3GPP2 TSG-S, TIA TR-45 EUMAG, Telecom Italia comments from GSMA Device Group, and DigitalEurope’s Mobile Terminal Working Group, presented and discussed accordingly. Participants concluded that Option 1 – keeping TAC as 8-Digit – will continue at the present time, as IMEI resource shortages are not foreseen for a minimum of 21 years.  However, consideration will be given to Option 2 - segmenting allocations into smaller increments.  The GSMA was requested to have its Devices Group look at the implementation timeframe for Option 2. 

In addition, standards bodies will need to determine what timeframe it would take from a technical perspective regarding Option 5 (using hexadecimal instead of decimal for remaining TAC or IMEI) to develop/modify the standards and implement them afterward. Once it can be determined how long the implementation timeframes would be for the preferred Options 2 and 5, it will give everyone a better idea how soon we need to trigger activity before a resource shortage. It was noted further that factors such as inventory control, customer care, and operator upgrades need to be part of the discussion of implementation timeframes. GSMA hopes to have some preliminary information regarding deployment timeframe estimates (i.e., when do we act) available this summer.
2010-07-28 UPDATE:
As a follow-up from the last JEM meeting, participants discussed the timeframe needed for any migration of IMEI to hexadecimal, or allocation segmentation.  A document will be drafted over the coming JEM meeting cycles on ‘The Alternative to Equipment Numbering Allocation’ that will outline the migration path, as well as address related factors such as device security and other issues that can affect identifier inventory. Participants also asked for any updates from 3GPP SA1 on security-related work in their upcoming Release documents.
1b. Global Numbering Administration GDA/GHA Coordination of Multi-mode Ranges
<  IMEI (850/1900) & (900/1800) & MEID Multimode Assignment Issues

<  Identify Global Administrators & Roles

SUMMARY:

· GDA and GHA Administrators have shared information on multimode ranges assigned from 99 and 98 series. 

ACTIONS REQUIRED:

· Since the number of assignments in the 99 and 98 ranges have been small to date, participants agreed to see that the 99 multimode range assigned by the GHA get inputted into the IMEI database managed by GSMA.
2010-07-28 UPDATE:

GSMA (GDA) noted that the GHA has continued its good coordination of numbers into the IMEI database without further issues. This item is closed.
2. Equipment Numbering Identifier Security;

< Consider Possibility for an International Regulatory Body’s Common Adoption of Equipment Numbering Identifier Security Requirements. [JEM 01- 012 IMEI Security Service Update.ppt]

SUMMARY:

· Black market for stolen handsets is growing substantially.

· Government has called on operators to exercise social responsibility and implement countermeasures to enhance handset security, or else face regulation.
· Industry has worked with GSMA and EICTA to combat handset theft which has staved off regulation for now.  Some technical solutions have been made, reporting process put in place, industry, operators and media have been educated.  Initiatives all designed to tackle handset theft on a number of fronts.  Next TCAM meeting in December 2009.

· Current voluntary efforts underway: -blacklisting of stolen handsets (increase in IMEI database connectivity across Europe and access to stolen handset data opened up to third party stakeholders – such as police forces) -tackling black market: ID of black market hotspots around the world, taxation to reduce tax levels and associated black market opportunities in identified markets, additional measures to prevent the re-use of stolen handsets (import duties of 67%, which allowed a black market to exist).

· Many manufacturers are participating in efforts to increase handset security.

· Reporting process for stolen handsets now established to identify IMEI duplication and other irregularities.

· IMEI database was re-designed in 2005, so TAC database and stolen handset databases are both in there, but differentiated so certain people can have access to certain areas.  

ACTIONS REQUIRED:

· Requested CDG to share information on IMEI security issues with its membership.

2010-02-09 UPDATE: (see JEM 02- 001 JEM 02 Summary 2010-02-09)
CDG noted this item is still in progress.  Preliminary discussions have taken place, and CDG plans to share the JEM-01 presentation on security with its membership (Note: following the call the CDG representative has informed that the information has since been shared with its membership).
2010-07-28 UPDATE: 

CDG notes their work has been completed.  Other discussion on security issues was noted above. 
3. Analysis of Impact on Deployed Back Office Systems – EIR/CEIR
SUMMARY:

· Discussion covered CDMA carriers not using an EIR and CEIR, and what issues there are, if any, if any multimode devices are blacklisted on the GSM side which result in GSM service being denied.

· Concern also was noted about communication between EIRs. Any operators are invited to contact TIA and CDG with any questions in this area.
ACTIONS REQUIRED:
· GSMA encourages all operators with EIR’s to connect to the CEIR. 
2010-02-09 UPDATE: (see JEM 02- 001 JEM 02 Summary 2010-02-09)
Participants agreed that the security issues and EIR/CEIR are complex, and this item was deferred to a discussion during the face-to-face JEM meeting to be held in the future.
2010-07-28 UPDATE:
While issues of security were discussed earlier in terms of resource exhaust, participants noted that the new migration should consider adapting to both EIR and CEIR.  Further discussion and comments can take place in 3GPP2 TSG-S, and this item will be kept on the agenda for further discussion, as necessary.
4. M2M Numbering

SUMMARY: 

· Participants noted 3GPP2’s establishment of a Steering Committee ad hoc group focused on M2M numbering, of which David Crowe serves as the Chair.  Currently, information is still being gathered on multiple types of identifiers, and a report is expected by the end of the year.
ACTIONS REQUIRED:

· The M2M Numbering Ad Hoc will provide an update on activity upon the conclusion of its research.
5. Process of Ratification for GDA/GHA Guidelines & Planning Agreements (e.g., Common SC.R4001 global industry document)

SUMMARY:

· Participants reviewed certain elements of 3GPP2 SC.R4001-0 v1.0 that required updating, and proposed text modifications found in [JEM 01-013 SC.R4001-0_v1.0 JEM recommendation.doc].
ACTIONS REQUESTED:

· 3GPP2 TSG-S should move forward to incorporate the recommended changes in [JEM 01-013 SC.R4001-0_v1.0 JEM recommendation.doc] SC.R4001-0 v1.0 at future 3GPP2 meetings and incorporate it into SC.R4002-0 document.  Upon completion of the SC.R4002 revision, SC.R4001-0 can be rescinded/withdrawn.
· 3GPP2 also should review any need to insert/amend dispute resolution language in SC.R4002 as appropriate.
· GSMA will include reference to the SC.R4002/TIA document within the DG-06 document related to common multimode areas. 
2010-02-09 UPDATE: (see JEM 02- 001 JEM 02 Summary 2010-02-09)
3GPP2 TSG-S currently is reviewing changes for SC.R4001-0.  An updated draft should be available for JEM participants to review prior to the June JEM-03.  In addition, GSMA noted that DG-06 v5.0 will be updated in the June 2010 timeframe to reflect any reference updates.
2010-07-28 UPDATE:

Paul Gosden noted that the DG-06 document under development by GSMA is expected to be approved at the end of August.  It was also noted that 3GPP2 document SC.R4001-0 v2.0 on Global Wireless Equipment Numbering Administration Procedures may be ready for review in time for the next JEM meeting in September 2010 (JEM-04).  Lastly, the update to the MEID GHA Guidelines (3GPP2 SC.R4002-0 v6.0) was recently published.
6. Bar Coding/Labeling


SUMMARY:

· TIA TR-45 EUMAG was tasked with providing TR-45 with a recommendation on how to approach bar coding and labeling, and whether a standard should be developed.

· Issues have been raised by industry participants about the inclusion of the check digit on labels

· 3GPP possesses a document on how to present the IMEI on labels.

· This agenda item is carried forward to the next JEM meeting (JEM-04) in September.

ACTIONS REQUIRED:

None.
