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1. Introduction
In previous meeting, the GCR and LCLS Configuration IEs are added into the Internal Handover Command message as conditional IEs. However, there is an editor’s note saying “The need for the indicated Information Element in some messages listed in Table 16.3.6.1 is FFS and this should be resolved when completing the signalling flow descriptions.” And in this P-CR, several reasons are given aiming to remove the GCR and LCLS Configuration IEs from the Internal Handover Command.
2. Reason for Change
If an IP based user plane interface is supported by both BSS and MSC, the BSS may trigger an internal Handover procedure by sending Internal Handover Required message to the MSC. When the Internal Handover Required message is received, if it is possible, the MSC sends Internal Handover Command message to the BSS to allow the BSS perform a BSS internal handover procedure.

It is proposed to remove GCR and LCLS-Configuration with following reasons:

GCR is used to globally identify the call, and will not be changed during the internal handover procedure. And the LCLS Configuration is used to allow the Core Network to indicate to the BSS the LCLS connection preference, and BSS internal handover can not cause the LCLS-Configuration change.
If both MSC and BSS support LCLS functionality, the GCR and LCLS-Configuration IEs shall already have been received in previous procedures e.g assignment procedure or inter BSS handover procedure. There has no need to send GCR and LCLS-Configuration IEs to the BSS again.
If the Internal Handover Command with GCR and LCLS-Configuration IEs is received by the BSS, the BSS shall perform call leg correlation by using received GCR. However, this call leg correlation is unnecessary, because the BSS Internal Handover procedure cannot make an intra-BSS call become an inter-BSS call, or an inter-BSS call become an intra-BSS call. Perform call leg correlation during the internal handover procedure only increase the load in the BSS.
3. Conclusions

Remove GCR and LCLS-Configuration IEs from Internal Handover Command

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.284 v0.1.1.
