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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank SA3 for the liaison in S5-111696 / S3-100575. SA5 has discussed and agreed the following solutions for the SA3’s recommendations:
- For management based MDT, identifiers, such as IMSI and IMEI, are never forwarded from MME to TCE.
SA5 Response: SA5 has agreed that instead of sending IMSI and IMEI, IMEI-TAC(Type Allocation Code) will be forwarded from MME to TCE for management based MDT. The corresponding description has been captured in attached CR to TS 32.422.

- No measurement identity is used for management MDT.
SA5 Response: SA5 doesn’t address the usage of measurement identity.
- For both, signaling based MDT and management based MDT, user consent is required.
SA5 Response: SA5 has taken into consideration of user consent handling for both signaling based MDT and management based MDT and the description has been captured in attached CR to TS 32.422.
- Mandate deletion of data after usage and processing
SA5 Response: SA5 agreed that the MDT data should always be deleted after usage and processing, but it is up to the implementation and out of the standard scope.
- Users must have the ability to change their consent settings any time.
SA5 Response: SA5 understands that user consent change shall be done via customer care process whenever needed. 
- Roaming users always are excluded from MDT data collection.
SA5 Response: SA5 has taken into consideration of the roaming user MDT handling and the description has been captured in attached CR to TS 32.422.

ACTION: SA5 kindly asks SA3 to take note of the above and confirm the SA5 implementation is aligned with SA3’s consideration. 
To RAN3, CT4:
