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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thank SA1 for the answers provided in LS (S1-120247 / C4-120553) on PS additional number requirement.
When reviewing the different proposed stage 3 specification enhancements for supporting additional numbers over PS, CT4 delegates have identified that one of the normative requirements stated in the TS 22.101 seems to contradict the illustrative use case provided in the informative annex B.
In the section 11.7.3, it is said:

“The 3GPP system shall support the possibility to assign an additional MSISDN, on top of the existing MSISDN, to a user with a connection to the PS CN domain. If this additional MSISDN is available it shall be used for routing, whereas the existing MSISDN is used for charging and OA&M purposes only and shall be forwarded to the PS gateway to other packet data networks.”
whereas in the annex B the following requirement is described:

“For all these calls and short messages operator Z is able to collect charging records containing the corporate number + extension.

The CEO also uses her smart phone to establish PS connections to browse the internet and to access the intranet via the operator's gateway. The corporate number + extension is used for authentication and authorisation in the company's intranet and its web applications. Charging for PS connections by operator Z is also based on this number.”
According to the use case, the same number (corporate number + extension) should be used for routing, charging and O&M whereas two numbers have to be used in the network at the same time if we follow the normative requirement: the normative additional number used only for routing, existing MSISDN used for charging and O&M.
Depending on the answer provided by SA1, impacts on CT4 specifications will be different: if the additional number is used instead of the existing MSISDN in all the procedures, the impacts will be fairly small, limited to the HSS functionality enhancement and therefore transparent for MME and SGSN. Conversely, impacts will be more important if HSS, MME and SGSN have to be updated to support the handling of both numbers at the same time.
