	As per existing specification, the IMSI IE shall be included in the MAP-MO-FORWARD-SHORT-MESSAGE if the sending entity, whether MSC or SGSN, supports mobile number portability.
This condition implies that an SMSC of a PLMN supporting mobile number portability does not receive the IMSI in this message from users roaming in a VPLMN not supporting mobile number portability. The SMSC only receives in that case the SMS sender's MSISDN (in the SM RP OA IE) but cannot know whether this MSISDN has been ported in or ported out (unless requiring an intermediate entity between the MSC and SMSC to check the MNP database – which unnecessarily increases signalling traffic in the network). 
Requiring the IMSI to be always sent in the MAP-MO-FORWARD-SHORT-MESSAGE would allow the SMSC to easily detect & reject SMS MO from ported-out subscribers that would try to deliver SMS via an incorrect SMSC, and to accept SMS MO from ported-in subscribers roaming in VPLMN not supporting mobile number portability.

Requiring the IMSI to be always sent in the MAP-MO-FORWARD-SHORT-MESSAGE also enables UEs with an MSISDN-less subscription to send SMS MO.
