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	At CT4#59 meeting, the CR C4-122656 was agreed to define a new category of barring of Packet Oriented Services, i.e. Barring of Access to All Except Some Specific APNs, to allow a subscriber to access some specific APNs while barring the subscriber from the other Packet Oriented Services, as defined in the TS 22.041. So far in the TS 23.015, it is only defined for LTE subscribers.
One of the scenarios to be addressed with this new catagory of ODB is that Packet Oriented Services to the Internet need to be barred but IMS Multimedia Telephony Services are allowed. Considering VoHSPA is similar as VoLTE as one kind of the IMS Telephony services over HSPA, as defined in GSMA IR.58, the Barring of Access to All Except Some Specific APNs should also be applied to HSPA access. 
Furthermore, the requirement in the TS 22.041 is applied to Pacekt Oriented Services, which is not limited to LTE access.

2.9
Barring of Access to All Except Some Specific APNs
2.9.1
General
Barring of access to all except some specific APNs shall be performed based on the Operator Determined Barring for Packet Oriented Services defined in 3GPP TS 22.041 [2]. 
2.9.2
Application or Change of Barring in the HSS/HLR
When barring of access to all except some specific APNs is invoked in the HSS/HLR, the HSS/HLR shall update the subscription profile to contain only the specific non barred APNs as the subscribed APNs and indicate the updated subscription information to the MME or the SGSN.
The HSS/HLR shall disable any other barring of Packet Oriented Services when this function is used.
When barring of access to all except some specific APNs is removed in the HSS/HLR, the HSS/HLR shall update the subscription profile to contain the originally subscribed APNs and indicate the updated subscription information to the MME or the SGSN.

2.9.3
Invocation of Barring

When the MME or the SGSN updates the subscription, and if the subscriber has existing PDN connectivity for APNs not in the received list of subscribed APN, the MME or the SGSN deactivates the PDN connectivity for these APNs as specified in 3GPP TS 23.401 [6] and TS 23.060 [7].

To bar a subscriber from access to all except some specific APNs, when the MME or the SGSN receives PDN Connectivity Request message from the UE or the MS, the MME or the SGSN shall check whether or not the requested APN is included in the list of subscribed APNs for the subscriber. If included, then the MME or the SGSN continues the Attach or UE-requested PDN connectivity or MS-requested PDP Context Activation procedures as specified in 3GPP TS 23.401 [6] and TS 23.060 [7]. If not included, then the MME or the SGSN rejects the Attach or UE-requested PDN connectivity or MS-requested PDP Context Activation requests as specified in 3GPP TS 23.401 [6] and TS 23.060 [7].
