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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes a conclusion on Identification of Impacted Data for the study of Shared Data Update for Multiple Subscribers. A table is provided to indicate the applicability of the three alternative mechanisms for identification of impacted data to each interface as described in the TR, and concludes to reuse Service Indication for Identification of Impacted Data over IMS Sh interface, and reuse HSS Reset mechanism without introducing additional identification of Impacted Data for D/Gr/S6a/S6d/IMS Cx Interfaces.
2. Reason for Change
Recommendation and conclusion are already made for D/Gr/S6a/S6d Interfaces and IMS Sh interface as result of the study. While how to use the identification of impacted data is not clear.
