This subclause will analyse Network slicing aspects.
10.3.1
Requirements


A network slice comprises all the resources required to fulfil the service and may include the Core Network control plane and user plane Network Function and the 5G Radio Access Network and the N3IWF functions to the not-3GPP Access Network.
Network slices may differ for supported features and network functions optimisations. The operator may deploy multiple Network Slice instances delivering exactly the same features but for different groups of UEs, e.g. as they deliver a different committed service and/or because they may be dedicated to a customer.

An S-NSSAI (Single Network Slice Selection Assistance information) identifies a Network Slice. The NSSAI is a collection of S-NSSAIs (Single Network Slice Selection Assistance Information). 
When a UE Registers with a PLMN. the UE shall provide to the network in RRC and NAS layer either the Configured-NSSAI, the Accepted NSSAI or sub-set of those, if stored in the UE, for the RAN to sends NAS signalling to the specific AMF.If the UE does not provide any NSSAI (Accepted or Configured) for the selected PLMN in RRC Connection Establishment and in NAS, the RAN sends NAS signalling to a default AMF.
Subscription data include the S-NSSAI of the Network Slices that the UE subscribes to. The NSSAI the UE provides in the Registration Request is verified against the user's subscription data.
The AMF selects an SMF in a network slice instance based on S-NSSAI, DNN and other information e.g. UE subscription and local operator policies. The selected SMF establishes a PDU session based on S-NSSAI and DNN.
