The solution X reuses the protocol defined in 3GPP TS 29.335 [x] based on LDAP for data management messages and SOAP for notification and subscription management.
[bookmark: _Toc477445607]6.9.2.1.2	Evaluation
The solution doesn’t require any work to CT4 and supports most of the requirements except:
· load and overload management solution that wasn’t specified in 3GPP TS 29.335 [x]
· multiple consistency level
However LDAP was designed to access directory servers with well-defined and structured directory information models. We are far from unstructured data. LDAP may be a little bit overkill for managing unstructured data. More recent protocols may be better adapted.
