ReleaseUEContext service operation is used in the Inter NG-RAN node N2 based handover, Cancel procedure to release the UE Context in the target AMF by the source AMF, which is agreed in S2-177635 and S2-177637 in SA2 #123 meeting.
As the PDU session IDs and the Relocation Cancel Indication shall be included in the request, for each PDU session indicated by S-RAN by the PDU session IDs, the target AMF invokes the Nsmf_PDUSession_UpdateSMContext request (SUPI, Relocation Cancel Indication) to SMF.

 It is proposed the RPC method can be used to perform this service operation, and to include the PDU session ID and the Relocation Cancel Indication in the message body.

General

The ReleaseUEContext service operation is used during the following procedure:

-
Inter NG-RAN node N2 based handover, Cancel procedure (see 3GPP TS 23.502  [3], subclause 4.9.1.4)
The ReleaseUEContext service operation is invoked by a NF Service Consumer, e.g. a source AMF, towards the AMF (acting as target AMF), when the source AMF receives the Handover Cancel from the 5G-AN during the handover procedure, to release the UE Context in the target AMF. 

The NF Service Consumer (e.g. the source AMF) shall release the UE Context by using the HTTP "release" custom operation with the following URI. See also Figure 5.2.2.x.1-1.

The URI: "{apiRoot}/namf-comm/v1/ue-contexts/{ueContextId}/rpc/release", where the ueContextId is composed by supi.{supi}.

NOTE:
The Prefix "supi." allows the receiver knowing which identifier, e.g. 5g_guti, supi, pei, is used to identify the UE context.
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Figure 5.2.2.x.1-1 Release UE Context
1. The NF Service Consumer, e.g. source AMF, shall send a POST request, to release the ueContext in the target AMF. The payload body of the POST request shall contain any data that needs to be passed to the target AMF.
2. On success, the target AMF shall return either:

-
"204 No Content" with an empty payload body in the POST response, if no data needs to be returned to the NF Service Consumer; or 

-
"200 OK" with the data to be returned to the NF Service Consumer in the payload body in the POST response. 

Editor's Note: whether both "200 OK" and "204 No Content" are needed is FFS; the description of failure cases is also FFS.
