Permanent Equipment Identifier (PEI)
6A.1
General

The Mobile Station Equipment accessing 5GS is uniquely defined by the PEI.

6A.2
Composition of PEI
The PEI is composed as shown in figure x.
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Figure x: Structure of PEI

The PEI is composed of the following element:
-
PEI Format Code (PFC) indicates the format of the present PEI. It shall consist of 2 decimal digits. When the PEI takes the format of IMEI (see clause 6), the PFC shall be set to "01".
-
PEI Code (PEIC) is the string which actually identifies the Mobile Station Equipment. When the PEI takes the format of IMEI, it shall be composed as defined in clause 6.
NOTE:
The only format supported for the PEI is an IMEI in this release.
6A.3
Allocation principles
If the Mobile Station Equipment supports at least one 3GPP access technology, it must be allocated a PEI in the IMEI format.
