The EventNotify service operation notifies the NF Service Consumer (e.g. GMLC) the UE location related event information related to emergency sessions. The notification is delivered on the callback URI provided by the NF Service Consumer.
Editor's Note: How long the AMF can do the notification and whether there is a mechanism to stop the notification is FFS.
The operation is invoked by issuing a POST request to the callback URI of the NF Service Consumer.

Figure 5.x.2.3.2-1 shows a scenario where the AMF notifies the UE location related event information related to emergency sessions to the NF Service Consumer.
