6.1.1
General

For HTTP message routing between Network Functions, the message routing mechanism as specified in clause 5 of IETF RFC 7230 [12] is almost followed with some differences due to the adoption of HTTP/2 and to some 5G system specificities.
NOTE 1:
The term "inbound" are defined in subclause 2.3 of IETF RFC 7230 [12]. It describes a directional requirement in relation to the request route: "inbound" means toward the origin server.
A Network Function shall be prepared to receive connections on default port numbers, i.e. TCP port 80 for "http" URIs and TCP port 443 for "https" URIs as specified in IETF RFC 7540 [7]. 
NOTE 2:
In this release only TCP is used as transport protocol.
