	CT4 receive the reply LS (C4-187297) on API specification and API version number maintenance from CT plenary. The LS contains the following statement:

On the recommendation 3:

The need for a separate OpenAPI file containing a copy of the normative annex of the specification has been discussed. CT considers as useful to create separate OpenAPI files, validated by 3GPP, and to store these OpenAPI files in a centralized way. These separate files would be for information and the Annex of each specification containing the OpenAPI description will remain normative. CT kindly asks CT4 to define the details of the associated process.

On the recommendation 4:

CT believes that this recommendation is tightly linked to the recommendation 3. If there is a central storage of OpenAPI files independent of the TS, it seems relevant to include the ExternalDoc field in the OpenAPI.

	Summary of change:
	As requested by CT plenary, Instructions for MCC how to handle OpenAPI files are provided.
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Annex X (informative):
Instructions for MCC how to handle OpenAPI files
OpenAPI files are contained in the Annex of 3GPP technical specifications that define service based interfaces.

In addition, copies of those OpenAPI files will be stored by MCC after each CT/SA plenary cycle separately for each 3GPP relaese in a suitable directory on the 3GPP Website, e.g. http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/2018-09/Rel-15/OpenAPI/. OpenAPI files from different 3GPP TS serieses need to be stored together in the same directory.

The directory contains a complete set of OpenAPI files. The OpenAPI files are copied from the TS version published at the same plenary cycle for the same release. If no new TS version is published, the OpenAPI file is copied from the latest previous TS version in the same release, if available, and otherwise from the latest TS version in the previous release.

The OpenAPI files are formatted as ASCI text.

The OpenAPI files are named according to the conventions in subclause 5.3.6, unless the OpenAPI Annex specifies a specific name.

The directory where the OpenAPI file is stored is reflected in the Word Document property named "OpenApiStorage". This Word document property needs to be updated before a TS is published, and also again before an OpenAPI file is copied from that TS for the inclusion in a the directory on the 3GPP Website of a later plaenary cycle or 3GPP release.

The OpenAPI files also contain Word fields that need to be updated after the update of the Word Document property "OpenApiStorage". The fields are updated by marking the OpenAPI file in the TS and instucting Word to update all fields.
