As described in subclause 6.2, IETF has not yet clearly specified how HTTP/3 works when there are proxies on path. The current drafts only define the use of HTTP CONNECT method from the client to the proxy and TCP thereafter. Hence at least until a solution for the use of hop by hop QUIC when HTTP proxies are involved is well specified in IETF, QUIC cannot be used in deployments where HTTP proxies are acting as intermediaries between NF services, e.g. usage of SCPs in options C and D as defined in annex E of 3GPP TS 23.501 [2].
