1. Introduction

The agreed new WID/Feature on LOLC (C4-193509) has a provisional objective, which reads:

The work item will focus on the following objectives:
1. Before starting the normative work consider the following alternative solutions:
a) Standardizing two solutions, a mandatory solution utilizing piggybacking and another optional solution  for HATEOAS deployments
b) Standardizing a single, mandatory solution utilizing piggybacking 
c) Standardizing a single, mandatory solution for HATEOAS deployments

CT4#93 agreed to address the matter and resolve the open issue before starting the normative work.

Piggybacking solution is already adopted as the mandatory solution for the Load Control across SBI interfaces. Therefore, in order to minimise impact on the implementation, integration and the actual deployment of LOLC feature across SBI, the piggybacking solution should be made mandatory also for the Overload Control (OLC). 

As long as HATEOS is a valid stage 2 option, we believe that OLC specific solution #12 from the finalized TR 29.843v2.0.0 may also be selected as an optional feature.

2. Proposal

The above OLC solution (a) on standardizing a mandatory and an optional solution offers a balanced compromise as the way forward.
